The Every Kid in a Park program began in 2015 as part of
the National Park Service centennial. In September 2019,
the program transitioned to Every Kid Outdoors with
authorization through 2026 under the bipartisan Every Kid
Outdoors Act (H.R. 1184).

Fourth graders or their families participate in EKO by visiting everykidoutdoors.gov or participating in
an EKO program or event. Both engagement methods result in receipt of a voucher that can then be
used to cover entrance or day use fees at federal recreation sites. Vouchers may be exchanged for a
durable plastic pass at sites that issue annual passes.
